We use technology in the classroom to enhance
curriculum.

Furthermore, we link the classroom with the student’s
home by placing class assignments, grade book
and teacher contact information online for both
the parents and the students to access.

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Personal Appearance Standard

Personal appearance reflects on our Lord as well as on the name of Champion Christian School; therefore, the
school, the staff, the administration, and the parents must insist upon an acceptable personal appearance among the
students, which reflects our Christian principles. This policy does not merely reflect one person's attitude, but the
composite standard that Champion Christian's Board wishes for the students and the school.

A student's appearance relates directly to his or her personal testimony for Jesus Christ; therefore, each student is
expected to evidence Christian discrimination in this area (1 Timothy 4:12). Even as there is appropriate clothing for
church, baseball, gym, hunting, etc., so too, there is appropriate clothing for school. Styles change, and hence
appropriate grooming changes. Extremes are not appropriate in that they are either devised to gain undue attention
or to challenge the commonly accepted standard of the school system. It is often necessary, as Christian citizens, to
override our individual desire for the common good, especially in areas where moral and spiritual principles are not
compromised.

While attempting to set guidelines for positive personal appearance, we cannot allow the most permissive nor the
least permissive parent to set the standard. We have sought to develop a standard of proper dress and general
appearance for students, which will:

Reflect favorably on the Christian nature of our school.
Reflect favorably on the whole student body.

Be an acceptable standard in the eyes of our parents.
Enhance the educational process.

We at Champion Christian School feel honored that God has ordained for temporal purposes some specific and
separate roles for men and women. It is our conviction that these roles include a clear-cut separation of the sexes in
both appearance and behavior, and that we must do our utmost to maintain this by establishing a standard of
personal appearance and behavior that will include the biblical principles of modesty and distinction. Therefore, we
reject the unisex philosophy that emphasizes similar appearances for men and women, and the "new morality"
concepts that consider modesty to be outdated.

We also recognize that care must be given by all Christians not to offend others by their appearance. For these
reasons the following personal appearance standards have been established for the students at Champion Christian
School.

Standards for all Students

Modest appearance includes clothing with a moderately loose fit.

Students are to wear shoes at all times. Casual shoes without heel straps are permitted. No slippers will be
allowed.

Negative counter-cultural fads of dress or hair styles with extreme cuts or unnatural colors must be avoided.
(e.g. rock music groups)

Jeans are acceptable without rips, holes, or fraying, and must not be worn out or dragging on the
ground.

Undergarments should not be visible. Under-shirts are acceptable only as undergarments.

Garments should be free of inappropriate slogans, pictures, etc. Small brand logos on the front of shirts are
acceptable.

Sweat pants, warm-up outfits, board shorts, swimsuits, and athletic or recreational clothing are not permitted.
Body piercing and tattoos will not be allowed.

No athletic jerseys will be allowed.

Personal Appearance Standard for Young Women
\/ Hair is to be neat and under control. No extremes in style or color will be permitted.

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Crop tops, halter tops, spaghetti straps or any tops revealing the midriff or cleavage are not
acceptable. Tank tops must be 2 inches at the shoulders and must be modest. Offensive messages/
picture designs are not acceptable.

Hemlines of skirts or dresses must be no more than five inches from the floor when in a kneeling
position. The top of a slit in a skirt must meet this requirement as well.

Shorts are permitted. These shorts should be full cut and should be no higher than 7 inches from the
ground when student is in a kneeling position.

Shoes must be worn at all times. Flip Flops are acceptable.

A P.E. uniform is required for grades 7-10 and may be purchased through the school office.

On Chapel days girls are to wear dresses or skirts.

No hats are to be worn in the buildings. This includes stocking caps.

Hats are to be worn with the bill of the cap pointing forward.

ersonal Appearance Standard for Young Men

Hair is to be neat and clean and of moderate length. No extreme styles are permitted. Students may have facial
hair. Facial hair must be neat and well-groomed.

No earrings allowed.

No tank tops or muscle shirts. Offensive messages/picture designs are not acceptable.

Slacks and jeans are appropriate. Jeans are not to be frayed or torn. If jeans, slacks, or shorts are
baggy they must be worn with a belt and worn at the waist with no sagging.

Shorts are permitted. Athletic shorts are not acceptable.

Shoes must be worn at all times. Flip Flops are acceptable.

A P.E. uniform is required for grades 7-10 and may be purchased through the school.

On Chapel days, collared shirts are to be worn. Slacks or black jeans are required on Chapel days.

No hats are to be worn in the buildings. This includes stocking caps.

Hats are to be worn with the bill of the cap pointing forward.

Personal Appearance Standard Enforcement

CCS reserves the right to make the final decision in regard to dress. Students may be withheld from class when not
in proper dress and the missed class time is unexcused. Parental review and support before a student leaves for
school are an important aspect of meeting personal appearance standards.
